But after it is given the information about how to get more points
and how to block the other player, it starts to play better because it
understands that doing (D these two things is the key to winning the

game. [ [V ] 1997, the Al called Deep Blue won in a chess game over a
man who was the world champion.

Another thing which Al can do is @ learning. Learning is finding
useful information in the information which it already has.
Cashier machines in convenience stores have Al inside. They save a lot
of information: what do people to buy? If some people buy
bread and milk together, the Al finds the information: when people buy
bread, they often buy milk, too. Then the Al tells us that we should put
bread and milk close to each other in the shop to make more money.

You can expect a lot of things from the AI, but now it is still difficult for
it to work like human brains. But imagine that an Al robot is
carrying a box from a room [ 5 ] another. What happens if there is a
big stone [ Z ] the floor? If the robot is given a lot of information
about unexpected things, it may stop working because @ there are too

many things to do for the robot to work. It is now difficult for Al robots

to think and work at the same time.

In the near future, AI will do jobs which are simple and need accuracy.
[ D | Alotof jobs will be done by AI, but new jobs done by humans
will also be necessary because new problems will happen. If the Al has
trouble, someone must repair it. And if robots with Al transport things,
humans will have to find better ways of using robots. It is very

important for us humans and Al to work together.
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People think about many things while they are working.
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Al is a human who makes robots like humans.

Al can play all kinds of games and always win.

People can use the information which Al saves to have a better result.
Al cannot do so many things at one time.

Al robots can carry a lot of things because they are very strong.
